It’s not “necessary” to cut the scales. You should only cut the scales if shortening them makes sense for your
particular installation. DRO PROS recommends favoring X Max when cutting; a longer scale makes mounting
the readhead much easier.  Sometimes, X Max can be less than X Min - Never cut a scale less than X Min!
